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Alcohol Rules & Policies at the Boone County Fairgrounds

The Boone County Agriculture Association holds a Class B Beer & Wine Permit for the Boone County Fairgrounds.

Policies regarding alcohol on the Boone County Fairgrounds

1. For all renters, an alcohol request form must be completed and turned in one month prior to the event.

2. Bringing in your own alcohol is NOT an option.  If we find a renter has brought in their own alcohol, they will forfeit their entire $500.00 security deposit.  (If there are no issues, Security deposits will be returned 7 business days following your event)

3. All alcohol ordered for open “open bars “must be paid for in advance; no alcohol purchased from the Ag Association can leave the fairgrounds.  (With the exception of unopened cans of beer following your event. If you have paid for them in advance, you may take them).
4. Renters can request alcohol not on the product list; however we do not guarantee we can get it in.

5. Security is not provided, and is not required. If you wish to have security for your event, you are required to hire and pay for them.

Rules regarding Alcohol at the Boone County Fairgrounds

1. Alcohol cannot be served any later than 1:00 am, NO EXCEPTIONS!
2. During your event, alcohol purchased from the Ag Association will NOT be allowed to leave the gated area of the fairgrounds.

3. If alcohol is purchased from the Ag Association, the renter will NOT be allowed to bring in any other alcohol.

4. If renter is utilizing an open bar option, they are purchasing product from us, and are responsible for making sure no alcohol is provided to minors.

5. Our bartenders have final say on serving of alcohol.  Any arguments will be handled by the police.

6. WE I.D. and if anyone provides liquor or beer to a minor we will call the police and those involved will be asked to leave immediately. Please keep; in mind that violations of the above rules can result in cancellation of your event!!! We ask for your cooperation!

Failure to follow these rules will result in forfeiting the entire $500.00 security deposit!
